10. Ziploc Bags — sandwich size (last name A-F)

11. Baby wipes.tefill only(count 120 to 200) Store brand is great (last namg-Z)

12. A paint smock. This can be a shirt that hasert sleeves and collar removed or a
smock that has been purchased. Please bessitiwill cover your child’s clothing
completely.

13. Afull size (approx. 12" X 15”) school bag obackpack must be brought to school
everyday._PLEASE BE SURE THE BAG IS | ARGE NOUGH TO HOI D PAPERS,
PROJECTS AND OTHER SCHOOI ITEMS. No rolling or wheeled backpacks.
